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Economic Policy: Apart from other planned measures to reduce the overall Government deficit, impose Special
Levy on ALL Investment Banks and, Windfall Tax on Insurance, Oil, Energy and Pharmaceutical Companies.

Foreign Affairs & The Commonwealth:  Encourage Freedom, Human Rights / Values and Democracy while
forging alliances with the developing world beyond Europe and North America.

Health & Related Housing Issues: Improve the quality of healthcare and housing conditions of the vulnerable —
Family Units with young children and the elderly. Insist Health / Housing Authorities grant them priority.

Immigration Concerns:  Suggest stringent controls including restrictions on becoming a British Subject that is
being granted UK Nationality, unless certain preset conditions are met by new applicants not born in Britain — that is,
they must have made a positive contribution to the economy, by working or been self employed for at least 3 out of
the 5 previous years AND not claimed any State handouts except Child Benefit and Tax Credit.

Jobs and Social Welfare: Make it worthwhile for long term unemployed (over 12 months) to take lowly paid jobs
without being penalised, by losing MORE in benefits. Introduce an incentive to Employers by granting them FULL
Exemption of their National Insurance Contribution for up to 12 months, if they create employment and, take on long
term registered unemployed persons.

Justice: To research further and then argue, against the Human Rights Act 1998 being cited in our courts even by
prisoners/ex prisoners and other parasites and, thereby undermine our Judicial System.

Local Government: Reduce funding from the Government and insist that, they increase their revenue from other
services, they provide to businesses and residents alike and improve their revenue collection methods. Propose that
the Government set a ceiling on rents paid by Local Councils to Private Landlords, for providing housing for the
genuinely homeless BUT especially large Asylum Granted / Refugee Status families.

Monarchy: Encourage through the school curriculum, to teach them the history of British Isles from 1066 to date.

National Security: Increase surveillance and monitoring of alleged radical, fundamentalist and dissident groups,
irrespective of their cultural or ethnic origins and religious persuasion.

Pensions & Older People: Increase funding for ‘Care in the Community’ for the sick, the disabled and the elderly
who are being looked after by their families, to maintain their quality of life and leave the transient world with dignity.
Shall insist that, the Council have an updated list of the lonely, the vulnerable and the elderly who are or have been
living ‘on their own’ especially on the Council Estates.

Schools & Academies: Besides maintenance of the buildings and the infra structure, to meet and discuss with
the Local Educational Authorities, to monitor, improve and raise the quality of the standard of the education.

Technology Advancement:  Will assist and improve our Broadband Network System and empower everybody to
use state of the art technology; reducing wastage in the Public Sector and apply savings to create new jobs.

Transport and Travel: Remove Bendy Buses from our roads regularly abused by fare dodgers and scoundrels.
Demand better security at Tube Stations and on the Buses after dark. No FREEDOM TRAVEL PASS Entitlement for
over 60 year olds still working OR in Self Employment. Special Annual Permits for Non UK Registered Transport and
Haulage Companies. intent on using our Roads and Motorways to bring goods into the UK.

Universities & Skills:  Increase University and Apprentice placements along with Arts/Technical College recruiting
of long term Youth to improve and/or enhance their skills.

Voluntary & Charity Sector:  Use my background in Charity Accounting, to continue assisting Local Charities
and Voluntary Organisations, to increase their income streams, by applying for grants, subsidies and operating
shops rather than rely entirely on voluntary contributions.

Women & Family Values: Remove £500 ‘CHILD TRUST’ Tax Free Gifts for new borns and, stop Child Benefit
after Third Child to natural mothers, irrespective of number of fathers. Definitely, NO Child Benefit or Child Tax Credit
for EU Citizens, who come to work in Britain AND leave their ‘families’ in their own country!
